As Editor-in-Chief, Dr. Masri plans to encourage more in-depth research connecting contemporary prosthodontics to a
person’s overall health.

Research serves as the backbone by which emerging innovations are introduced, tested, and applied,” said Dr. Masri.

The JoP publishes nine, 95-page issues a year with additional content available online, including an upcoming virtual
issue featuring innovative research on overdentures.
